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You have probably heard that there are sins of commission and 
sins of omission.  That is there are sins we commit- things we do 
that are unhealthy, and sins where we omitted proper behavior- 
where we have failed to act. 

     It is easier to consider the things we have done.  A concrete 
memory, or the harm of what we have done.  But sins of omis-
sion are often times harder to see, because there is a void.  The 
witness of our failure is in what we do not see. 

    I want you to imagine how our failure to act can be so harmful.  
Imagine that someone you know does not know Christ, the grace 
of God, the promises of salvation.  We think everyone knows 
about God.  We donôt say anything.  Meanwhile, someone you 
know, perhaps someone who could be a good friend, a best 
friend, sits with a longing.  

    I know many will say, ñIôve tried and my friends donôt want me 
to talk about it.ò   

    I knew a woman who was active in church.  At the time she 
was in her 40ôs.  Her husband was a Vietnam veteran and 
wanted nothing to do with church.  To look at them, they 
seemed mismatched.  She looked professional wearing suits, 
and making sure that every hair was in place, and her nails 
properly manicured.   

   Her husband looked like a stand -in for the band ZZ Top.  Long 
wooly beard, stood slumped over, and he always wore canvas 
tennis shoes.  Each Sunday she would get up for church and say 
ñAre you coming with me?ò  and each week he would lie in bed 
and say ñNOò. 

   He finally sat down his wife and said: ñThe church thing is 
yours.  I donôt want to go and I am tired of you asking me about 
it.  I am not going.  If I want to go Iôll let you know.ò   

   So things went.  She went to church on Sunday, and Bible 
Study on Wednesday evenings.  She was a part of the altar 
guild, taught Sunday School and Vacation Bible School.  And 
heé.didnôt. 

  She respected his decision though it pained her, but she never 
brought it up again after his discussion with her.  When he com-
plained about not spending time together, she always said he 
was welcome to come. 
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One Sunday for no apparent reason, and 
without any warning he said to his wife, ñI 
am coming with you.ò  Her heart jumped, 
and though she was excited she refrained 
from showing too much.  They went to 
church, and out to lunch.  They talked about 
the sermon, what they liked, what they ques-
tioned, what they didnôt believe.  He said ñYou 
know, this has been a really nice morning.ò   

 ñYes, it has.  Do you think we will have 
more like this.ò 

  ñWe might.ò  He said. 

   Slowly changes started occurring.  He 
started paying more attention to his 
clothes and appearance.  He trimmed 
the beard.  He started having more 
friends.   

  Along the way to this conversion there were many people 
who were nice and accepting.  This man had wounds and 
scars from church and church people, and took years for him 
to trust again.  And it took acceptance and patience not just 
from his wife, but from a family of faith.  He could sense a 
genuine interest in him, and for him.   

  What if people failed to reach out?  What if no one cared?  
Would anyone have noticed the empty seat next to the woman?   

  Three times a year, we put out ñBarnabasò cards in the foyer to 
reach out to the people we donôt see.  We try to make an effort 
to combat sins of omission, and to try to reach out to people 
who might be hurting, even if we cannot see it.  Sometimes it 
takes more than one invitation, more than one gesture.   

  Instead of thinking of these things as one more thing to do, 
consider that a personôs salvation may be at stake.  Consider 
that as you run into someone you havenôt seen in church for a 
while, or as you walk by someone unfamiliar in church.  Con-
sider it as you see an empty pew Sunday morning. 

    It takes time.  It takes repeated effort.  It means not getting 
discouraged.  It means eternal life.
